This past year has been exciting and successful for the 
WWU Friends of the Music Library. Our membership 
and donations have increased, which has allowed us to 
buy more volumes of the complete works of composers 
for the Music Library. Our music faculty and students 
cannot borrow these materials from other libraries, so 
their acquisition significantly enriches music education 
at Western. 

I have just returned from a national conference at Stan-
ford University – the annual meeting of the Association 
for Recorded Sound Collections. I made many contacts 
with other music librarians in the U.S. and Canada. The 
latest information based on professional sessions that I 
attended says that the future of music recording access 
in music libraries is streaming audio. Compact Discs 
will no longer exist in approximately ten years, as these 
sound recordings will be downloaded from the internet. 

I am co-chair of the American Library Association 
Fund Raising and Financial Development section dis-
cussion group. We will meet at the ALA conference in 
Anaheim, California this June. Our Friends of the Mu-
sic Library is of interest to other librarians in the coun-
try.  

We received a unique record collection of opera LPs. 
These LPs are now being catalogued and are available 
in our Music Library. We also received a valuable col-
lection of jazz LP’s which are waiting to be catalogued. 

This summer we will receive a private collection of 
2,000 books on jazz music from a noted donor, who has 
written books on jazz for Oxford University Press. We 
will provide more information about this gift soon. 

The WWU Music Library will be closed this sum-
mer during August and September so that a heating 
and cooling system to control the relative humidity 
and temperature of our facility can be installed. This 
climate control system will provide a better comfort 
control and air temperature to preserve Music Li-
brary materials. 

This fall we definitely plan to revive the tradition of 
a reception in the Music Library for members of the 
Friends. We will provide more information about 
this event in the near future. 

We have two new and very talented volunteers who 
help catalogue our gift LPs for the Music Library. 
They are Terry Clark, retired Librarian of the Belle-
vue Community College Library and Dr. Nicholas 
Bullat, a retired music professor from Chicago. 
Also, Dr. Phillip Jones continues to volunteer in the 
Music Library. We are indeed fortunate and grateful 
to have such volunteers to do this valuable work for 
the Music Library. 

As always, thanks to volunteers Addis Chapman, 
Catherine and Bill Ouweneel, Mary Jo Lewis, Mary 
Lou Brown, Rosemarie Mai, Elizabeth Martindale, 
Rosemarie Miller, Liz Rumford, Alta Stauffer and 
Jeanne Uhles.

It is still to be decided whether or not to attend operas for the coming season. Opera trip prices have 
increased significantly (higher ticket and gas prices), and crossing the border has proven to be a chal-
lenge at times. The Queen Elizabeth Theatre in Vancouver is being remodeled and our seats will be 
changing. We’ll have the opportunity to sit in the new dress circle section for an additional $16 per 
opera ($4 increase if you want to sit down front on the side). The Canadian dollar is on par with the 
U.S., making these trips less of a bargain than in the past (possibly $150—$160 per person per opera, 
including dinner and transportation). If there is significant interest, you will be notified and given 
the opportunity to order tickets.

During this past year we were engaged in music trips as 
well as preparations for our annual Records, CDs, 
Tapes, Books and Music Scores Sale scheduled for 
May 7, 2008. It should be a great sale and we hope to 
see many of you there. You never know, you just might 
find a record, CD or book you cannot live without. 
Everything has been donated by Friends, and we are so 
pleased to be able to turn the items around and earn 
money for the music library. 

More and more people join the Friends of the Music 
Library each year. The membership fees and gifts 
make it possible to keep our focus on the acquisition 
of the Complete Works of the Major Composers. In 
five years your contributions enabled us to purchase 
616 volumes representing 48 composers. Additional 
volumes are being added to the collection on an ongo-
ing basis. Although, generally, the results of contribu-
tions made to non-profit organizations are rarely tangi-
ble, in our case the volumes are available in the library 
for all to treasure. We thank you for your generosity. 

 

Last year 96 Friends attended each of the four Friday 
Afternoons at the Seattle Symphony, and at least 45 
attended each of the four Vancouver Operas. Dinner 
on opera nights is at Diva at the Met, all coordinated 
and organized so capably by Bill and Catherine Ou-
weneel. Because of the increasing demand by our 
members to attend our musical adventures, we feel 
we must limit future attendance to dues-paying 
members (see membership page). We don't like 
hard and fast rules, but demand has made this re-
quirement necessary. 

I know I speak for the Board of Directors, Marian 
Ritter and the library staff when I say that this has 
been a rewarding experience for all of us, and we are 
very grateful to you all for your generous support of 
our music library.
